 Our History

In 1998 a group of lure coursing enthusiasts who had been holding lure coursing practices for a few years at various locations in the Snoqualmie Valley of Western Washington, got together to form a club whose purpose would be to host American Kennel Club Lure Coursing trials and educate newcomers and their hounds in the sport.

We adopted a logo, chose a name, wrote our Constitution and By-Laws, and made application to the AKC.  When we were granted our license we held our first trials in 2001 in the Snoqualmie Valley.  Since then we have hosted 6-8 Lure Trials and Junior Courser Tests each year and hold training practices for both newcomers and experienced fanciers alike. We have now added the new Qualified Courser test to our trials.  In 2007, we were granted the high honor and responsibility of hosting the AKC National Lure Coursing Championship, held at historic Meadowbrook Farm in North Bend in Sept. 2008.

Meetings 

In 2010, general membership meetings will be held the first Thursdays of May, July, September and November in the Southcenter/Tukwila area. Locations vary but will be announced on our web site www.cascadecoursing.org.  Board meetings (six annually) are held either electronically or in conjunction with a general membership meeting. How to Become a Member of CCC

 **Before you apply, you need to participate in any two of CCC’s meetings and activities.  Activities may include helping at a Practice, Trial or Test, or community event or participating at a public awareness activity such as our booth at Seattle KC.

**Become acquainted with two members of the club who know you well enough to sponsor you and who will be able to write a short recommendation paragraph for you on your application form.

**Once you have fulfilled the requirements, complete an application (from www.cascadecoursing.org) and hand it in or mail it with dues and application fee. When your application has been received and read at a general membership meetings you will be voted on at the next meeting, and welcomed!  

As well as enjoying eating together after practices and trials we hold a summer picnic and a Christmas party, both great fun for members and member candidates alike.

To remain an active member, your active help and participation at two event weekends and attendance at a minimum of one membership meeting are required each calendar year.
